Music for Prague, Mvmt. IV

CHECKLIST:

1.  This exam will count as at least 15% of the final semester band grade.  Students will also be ranked within their section based on the final exam.  Students may also move down or up in chairs and/or bands based on their scores.  

2.  All members will make a recording of Music for Prague, Mvmt. IV.  THE TAPE MUST INCLUDE an Announcement of your NAME at the beginning.  Announce each song and movement BEFORE YOU PERFORM IT (just at the beginning of the mvmt).

3.  A metronome at the marked tempo must be running as the taped performance is occuring.  Failure to use a metronome on any one piece of music will result in the entire final exam grade be lowered two letter grades.  Also, see #10 below.

4.  All members must supply a xerox copy of all of their taped music with their name on it.
5.  Skip over all measures of rest longer than 2 measures.  Do not count measures out loud or announce rehearsal markings (“A”, “m. 21”, etc.)
6.  An objective grading scale will be used; every wrong note, hesitation or chip will affect the grade.  Missed articulations and dynamics will also affect the grade.  Tone, intonation or any other aspect subject to opinion will not be included in the grade determination.

7.  If any problems arise in the submission of the smartmusic file, a CD will be required the next day at school
8.  ALL recordings will be due on Monday, January 1 at midnight.

9.  If tempo changes do not occur in proximity to a rest, you may stop playing briefly to adjust the metronome.  Turn the metronome off during a long-phrased accelerando or ritard - use your best judgment on this.  It is acceptable (sometimes encouraged) to set the 8th note or 1/2 note on the metronome.

10.  Do not play repeats.

11.  Be CAREFUL of marked articulations.
12.  Play the DYNAMICS!
13.  If you aren’t playing, turn the recording off until you are ready to continue.
13.  Tempo’s and assignments:

-Beginning of the movement to Rehearsal “O”:  dotted quarter = 115

-“O” to “S”: dotted quarter = 125

-“S” to end – as printed

14.  GRADING – NEW THIS SEMESTER:  Your initial grade assigned on January 1 will be AVERAGED with the final grade after any makeups that you may need to do after the initial submission.  Incentive to do well on the first submission and save us time in rehearsal……
